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The Grand County Commission issued a letter [HERE] opposing the Salazar/Hayes effort to
identify wilderness — the very process highlighted by Interior below.

“Grand County would like to emphasize that a multi-lateral grass roots effort to
determine which lands Congress should designate for wilderness is preferable to
the process initiated by Mr. Salazar in his 6/10/2011 memo to Congress.”

The entire Utah Congressional delegation also issued a letter [HERE] reaffirming the position of

Grand County as well as 21 other counties regarding Salazar’s efforts in the state. Secretary
Salazar has not responded to the delegation letter.

Prior to the discussion, Salazar will visit the Mill Creek Canyon Wilderness Study Area (WSA)
to learn firsthand about recommendations to preserve unique recreational and wilderness values
of certain areas, such as Mill Creek, through potential Congressional action.
